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Abstract

The purpose of “Analyse of Poetry For Thai Children” was 1o
compile and analyse the content and value of poetry for Thai children. The
population consisted of 1097 titles from books and other documents of
poetty for Thai children.

The findings are as follow : There are contents of poetry for Thai
children 1,097 tittes. It was devided into 36 subjects; that is, animals; trees
and flowers ; vegetables and fruits; universe ; wind ; rain ; sky ; nature
geogQraphy ; touring ; nature in the moming snd at night ; home and family ;
friends ; words to greet, good bye and thank you ; kitchen gardening ; food,
cooking and eat; things and toys,; routing ; parts of body ; hygiene ; exercise
and activity ; poetry for play ;sing and dance ; sound ; transportation and
vehicles ; traffic and how to cross the street; school and leaming ; leam Thai
language ; day, month , year and important day ; tempie and palace ; peopie
and occupation ; toveliness of children and express love ; to ull (a child) to
steep ; teach morality ; ambitions and miscellanies

The contents are mostly in animal (330 (ite/30.08 %) and the
mostly animal is bird (77 tities / 23.33 %)

around ; create imagination ; morality ; and happiness and steeping well.
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
