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The research objectives were to compare levels of participation of Tasala District
administration organizations pesonne!l of under the Office of Nakhon Si Thammarat
Educational Service Area 4. The population of The study were 243 personnel from Tambon
administration organizations and 529 members of the boards of the educational institutions.
The instruments were 2 sets of checklist and rating-scale questionnaires, for the personnel in
Tambon administration organizations with the reliability of 0.99, and for the members of the
boards of the educational institutions with the reliability of 0.98. The data were analyzed
using The program to calculate SPSS percentages, arithmetic means, standard deviation,
F-test and {-test.

The findings were as follows:

1. The opinion of the personnel in Tambon administration organizations about the
participation in the Educational Provision as a whole was at the moderate level. As the
individuat aspects were considered, the educational management and provision was at the
more levels, and the guidelines of educational provision and educational investment were at
the moderate levels. The opinion of the members of the boards of the educational institutions
was at the less level both as a whole and individual aspects.

2. The opinion of the personnel in the first class Tambon administration Organizations
about the participation in the Educational Provision as a whole and individual aspects was at

the moderate level. The opinion of the members of the boards of the educational institutions



was at the less level both as a whole and individual aspects.

3. The opinion of the personnel in the second Classiambon administration

Organizations about the participation in the Educational Provision as both a whole and
individual aspects was at the more level. The opinion of the members of the boards of the
educational institutions was at the less level both as a whole and individuat aspects.

4.The opinion of the personnel in the third class Tambon administration organizations
about the participation in the Educational Provision as a whole and individual aspects was at
the moderate level. The opinion of the members of the boards of the educational institutions
was at the less level both as a whole and individual aspecis.

5. The participation in the Educational Provision as a whole among the different
classes of Tambon administration organizations was significantly different at .05. That was
the second and third classes were different from the first ones.

6. The participation in the Educational Provision as a whole among the different
classes of Tambon administration organizations was significantly different in the aspects of
the guidelines of educational provision, the educational management and provision, and
educational investment at .05,

7. The participation in the Educational Provision as a whole between The opinion of
the personnel in the Tambon administration organizations and the opinion of the members of

the boards of the educational institutions was significantly different at .01.
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
