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ABSTRACT

The Title A Study of the Conditions and Problems of Student Activities
Administration in Southern Vocational Colleges

The purpose of this study was to investigate the conditions and problems of
student activities administration in southern vocational colleges. The data collection
was employed for improving and developing student activities administration.
The 239 subjects were divided into two groups. Group 1 were 39 student activities
administrators composing of directors, assistant directors, the chiefs of the staff
responsible for student activities, and the advisors of the commitiee of the
professional organization. Group 2 were 230 student clubs advisors. The research
instrument used for data collection was rating scale questionnaires. The statistics
employed for analysis were percentage, arithmetic means and standard deviation.

The findings were :

1. - The overall conditions of student activities administration concemning
planning were at a high level. Most of student activities projects were set up clearly at
a high level. _

2. The overall conditions of student activities administration concerning
organizing were at a high level. The administrative committee for student affairs
were appointed.

3. The overall conditions of student activities administration concerning
directing were at a moderate level. The vocational organization and student clubs
were followed up to achicve the goal. ,

4. The overall conditions of student activities administration concerning
co-ordinating were at a high level. Information on setting up the student activities
were provided for teachers and students.

5. The overall conditions of student activities administration concerning
evaluation were at a moderate level. Setting up the student activities were evaluated
and reported to the administrators and related persons. -

6. The overall problems of student activities administration concerning
planning were at a modereate level., Most problems were concerned with policies and
rules for setting up the projects.



7. The overall problems of student activities administration concerning
organizing were at a moderate level. Most advisors devoted themselves to students
affairs.

8. The overall problems of student activities administration concerning
directing were at a moderate level. The problems were concerned with motivation.

9. The overall problems of student activities administration concerning
co—ordinating were at moderate level. Most of students co-operated with proceeding
student activities.

10. The overall problems of student activities administration concerning
evaluation were at a moderate level. The problems were concerned with collecting
data from the evaluation of student activities.
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
