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ABSTRACT

The Title A Study of the Characteristics of the Primary School
Administrators under the Office of Nakhom Si Thammarat

The objective of this research was to study the characteristics of the primary school
administrators under the Office of Nakhon Si Thammarat Provincial Primary Education. The
samples in this study were 49 superiors, 260 school administrators, and 370 teachers,t
totalied 679. The instruments used to collect data were rating - scale questionnaires.
The data were analyzed by means of percentages, arithmeti; means, standard deviation,
t-test, F-test and correlation.

The findings were as follows:

1. The characteristics of the primary school administrators under the Office of
Nakhon Si Thammarat Provincial Primary Education, both as a whole and individual aspects
aspect of competency, aspect of success, aspect of responsibility, aspect of virtue, and
economic and social status, were at the high level.

2. The characteristics of the primary school administrators perceived by the sample
with different sexes, as a whole, were not different, but as individual aspects, the aspect of
economic and social status was statistically different at the significance of .01 level.

" 3. The characteristics of the primary school administrators perceived by the superiors
and the school administtrators were statistically different at the signiﬁcanbe of .01 level, and the
superiors and the teachers were statistically different atthe significance of .05 level. The
others were not different.

4. The characteristics of the primary school administrators perceived by the samples

with different experience were not different.



5. The experience in service of the samples and their opinions on the

characteristics of the primary school administrators were not related.
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
