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ABSTRACT

The Title The Roles of the Primary Schools in Developing Community

Relationships in Cha-uat District, Nakhon Si Thammarat

The objective of this research was to study the roles of the primary schools
in developing community relationships in Cha-uat District, Nakhon Si Thammarat.
The samples consisted of 150 teachers and 96 members of the boards of basic
education institutions, totaled 246. The instruments used to collect data were rating-
scale questionnaires. The data were analyzed by means of percentages, arithmetic
means, standard deviation, t-test and F-test.

The findings were as follows :

1. The roles of the primary schools in developing community relationships in
Cha-uat District, Nakhon Si Thammarat as a whole was at the more level. As individual
aspects considered, every aspect : service for community, support from community,
promotion of relations with community and other agencies, participating in activities
with community, school boards, and public relations, was as well at the more level.

2. The comparisons of roles of the primary schools in developing community
relationships in Cha-uat District, Nakhon Si Thammarat between the teachers and the
boards of basic education institutions, both the whole and individual aspects, were not
different.

3. The comparison of roles of the primary schools in developing community
relationships in Cha-uat District, Nakhon Si Thammarat among the different sizes, as a
whole, was not different. But the aspects of service for community, support from
community, participating in activities with community, and the boards of basic education

institutions were significantly different at 0.01.
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
