The main purpose of this research was to study the expectation of upper
secondary students to studying Buddhism in the pilot schools and some schools in the
network of basic education curricutum, Department of General Education, Nakhon Si
Thammarat. In addition, it was also aimed to compare the expectation in the following
aspects : the use of hasic education curriculum ; teaching and learning activities’
behavior ; and its application in their answers to the researcher. The data were
analyzed through the computer program gpsS for window statistical package for

social sciences/for window. The statistics used were percentage, mean (Y), standard
deviation ($.D.), t —test and F —test

The results of the research were

1. Most of the students were female, Buddhist, residing outside the
municipal area, Overall, they expected to learn about the essence of the Buddhism at a
high level with the following individual aspect

' 1.1 According to the curriculum, it was found that the Buddhist subject
encouraged students to be good Buddhists, and good citizens. Moreover, The essence
in Buddhism can help them develop themselves to live happily in their society.

12 According to the teaching and learning activities, students would
like to have some games, Buddhist fables, and most of all, examples from the real
events. The teaching and learning activities should be appropriate to school schedule,
and students’ ages.

1.3 According to the teachers’ behavior, students would like to learn
with the teachers who practice themselves 1o be good examples, with good human
relationship, good temper, good appearance and high experience in teaching.

14 Incarrying out their daily lives, students shouid be ready to accept
other people’s opinion and they should be kind, helpful and generous.

2. The comparison of the expectation of upper secondary students in the
pilot schoois and the network schools in the Department of General Education in
Nakhon Si Thammarat revealed that :

71 Overall, there were no difference in expectation from students of
different groups of schools. However, in the aspect of curriculum, there was a
statistical significant difference at .05 level.

73 Students of upper secondary (Matayom Suksa 4) who get different
average grades show different expectation. The statistical significant difference is at
.05 level.

24 There were no differences in the expectation of students residing in
different place. However, in the aspect of curriculum, there was a significant
difference at .01 level.
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
