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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was to study the roles of administrators in
promotion of classroom research affecting conducting classroom research of the
teachers in the primary-level schools under the Office of Nakhon Si Thammarat
Educational Service Area 2. The samples used in this study consisted of 103
administrators and 302 teachers, totaled 405. The instruments used to collect data
were rating-scale questionnaires. The data were analyzed by means of percentages,
arithmetic means, standard deviations, and multiple regression analysis.

The findings were as follows:

1. The roles of administrators in promotion of classroom research affecting
conducting classroom research of the teachers in the primary-level schools under the
Office of Nakhon Si Thammarat Educational Service Area 2 were at the moderate
level. As individual aspects considered, all aspects: promotion of success, recognition,
realization of importance, responsibility and promotion of advancement were as well
at the moderate levels.

2. The classroom research conducting of the teachers in the primary-level
schools under the Office of Nakhon Si Thammarat Educational Service Area 2 was at
the moderate level.

3. The roles of administrators in promotion of classroom research affected
signinificantly conducting classroom research of the teachers in the primary-level
schools under the Office of Nakhon Si Thammarat Educational Service Area 2 at
0.05. The roles of administrators could explain 37.80 percent of the variation in the
classroom research conducting of the teachers. The aspects that forecasted it were
promotion of success, realization of importance, and responsibility. The forecasting
equations were :

3.1 The equation in the form of unstandardized coefficients :

The classroom research conducting = 1.544 + 0.230(promotion of
success) + 0.172 (realization of
importance)+0.154 (responsibility)

3.2 The equation in the form of standardized coefficients :
The classroom research conducting = 0.261 (promotion of success) +
0.196 (realization of importance)+
0.180 (responsibility)
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
