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ABSTRACT

The Title The Study of Conditions and Problems Concerning Academic
Administration of Schoel Administrators in Secondary Education
Extension Scheols under the Office of Nakhon Si Thammarat

The purposes of this research were to study the conditions and problems
concermning academic administration of school administrators in secondary education extension
schools under the office of Nakhon Si Thammarat Primary Education. The populations were
151 school administrators. The questionnaires were used to collect data and percentages,
means and standard deviations were used to analyze those data.

The results of the study revealed as follows:

1. Academic conditions of school administrators in secondary education extension
school under the office of Nakhon Si Thammarat Primary Education were:

1.1 The curriculum administration as a whole was at the moderate level
Considering in depth it was found out that the majority issue were at high and moderate
except the inviting as resource persons to inform local curriculum knowledge to teachers was
at the low level. However teaching-learning documents in the subject department, the lack of
budgets for teachers to provide teaching-learning documents and the invitations of resource
persons to inform local curriculum knowledge were at the least that the school administration
have done

1.2 The classroom management as a whole was at the high level. As well as

the majority of issues, except the providing a complete lesson plan, writing a lesson plan



suggested by school council, setting classroom timetable according to subject difficulties,
teaching according to teachers’ major subject and supporting teaching materials were at
moderate level. The least managing point was the setting of classroom timetable according to
stuents’ needs. The while the timetable setting of teacher working hours and bhaving timetables
in the classrooms have been done at the least.

1.3 The management of academic supporting as a whole and cash aspect, was
at the high level. Exempt the assessment of academic supporting of administrators was at the
moderate level. While the appointing of committee to assess the academic supporting the
setting of activities according to teachers’ readiness and students’ ability were at the least.

1.4 The measurement and evaluation as a whole and cash aspect at the high
level exempt the following aspects were at the medium level: setting school projects by
academic assistant, supporting teachers to apply the assessment results for remedial teaching,
academic planning and using the assessment results for parents information to help children.
However the applying assessment results for remedial teaching. And the using the assessment
for parents’ information to help children and classroom managements were at the least.

2. The conditions of academic administration problems of school administrators in
secondary education extension schools as a whele as will as cash aspect analyses were at the
low level. While the others aspects were at the moderate level such the teacher development
in understanding about academic supporting curriculum, the assessment of studying activity

supporting and teachers to apply the assessment results for remedial teaching.
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
