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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were : (1) to study the perception of
wormenr’s rights and political role of the women at Tambon Kampangsao, Amphoe
Muang Nakhon Si Thammarat in 3 aspects : the understanding of the rights and
political role, the performing of the political role, and problems in political
participation ; (2) to compare the perception of women’s rights and political role of
the women at Tambon Kampangsao, Amphoe Muang Nakhon Si Thammarat
according to the following variables : age, education level, marital status, being a
member of a political party, going to vote in local and naticnal elections, and the
sources of political information ; and (3) to obtain suggestions for the perception of
women’s rights and political role of women at Tambon Kampangsao, Amphoe
Muang Nakhon Si Thammarat.

The samples used in this study were 117 women in the Womcn
‘Development Committee of Tambon Kampangsao, Amphoe Muang Nakhon Si
Thammarat. The instrument used in collecting data was divided into 3 sets : (1)
behavioral observation form ; (2) interview form; and (3) rating scale questionnaires
consisting of 49 items with open-ended questions. The level of confidence was at
05. The data were analyzed by percentage, standard deviation, t-test, F-test and .
frequency.

The findings were :

1. The women in Tambon Kampangsao, Amphoe Muang Nakhon Si
Thammarat showed the perception of women’s rights and political role by doing
activities at the center of each village once or twice a month. There was an
appointment concerning the activities in advance. The atmosphere during the
activities was friendly and relaxed. The women who participated in the group
activities discussed happily with smiling faces. The steps of performing activities
were based on democratic process. The content of activities included the concluded
result of the previous activities, news or information and events that affected the
groups, solutions for performing activities, and the planned-activities to do next
time.

2. The results of the comparison of the perception of women’s rights and
political role of women at Tambon Kampangsao, Amphoe Muang Nakhon Si
Thammarat were .

2.1 As a whole, the perception of women’s right and political role
was at a moderate level. However, as individual aspect, the problems in political
participation was at a low level.

2.2 The result of the comparison of the perception of women’s right
and political role according to the variables as a whole, there was no significant
difference. However, as individual aspect, it was found that there was a significant
difference at .05 level on the problems in political participation. When comparing in
pairs, it was found that there was a significant difference at .05 level on age,
education level, being a member of a political party. But there was no significant
difference on marital status, going to vote in local and national elections, and the
sources of political information.

3. The suggestions for the perception of women’s rights and political role
of women at Tambon Kampangsao, Amphoe Muang Nakhon Si Thammarat were :
(1) they wanted to get the information concerning public health, nutrition,
agriculture, and political movemert continuously ; (2) they wanted their careers to
be developed and additional income to be provided in the local area; and (3) they

wanted their communities to get public service from the government as equally as
" the urban communities. In addition, they needed a systematic development for the
female groups in the local communities.
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
