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ABSTRACT

The Title States and Problems of School Curriculum Implementation in
. Small-size Schools under Nakhon Si Thammarat Educational
Service Area Office 1

The purposes of this research were to study the states and problems of
school curriculum implementation in small-size schools under Nakhon Si Thammarat
Educational Service Area Office 1, and to compare those information according to
school administrators and teachers. The research samples were 54 school administrators
and 210 schoo! teachers of small-size schools in B.E.2551. The research instrument
was a rating scale questionnaire with the reliability of .922. Data were analyzed by
arithmetic mean and standard deviation. The hypothesis was tested by t-test
(Independent Samples Method). And then, the opinion and suggestion findings from
the questionnaire were analyzed by content analysis.

The results were :

1. The practice status of school curriculum implementing in the small-size
schools under Nakhon Si Thammarat Educational Service Area Office 1 in the
opinion of administrators and teachers as a whole was at a high level. But, in terms of
support and implementation of the curriculum usage was at a moderate level.
However, the aspects of administration and service, the average of their viewpoints
was higher than other aspects.

2. The problem of school curriculum implementing in the small-size
schools under Nakhon Si Thammarat Educational Service Area Office 1 was at a
moderate Jevel in all aspects, However, the readiness of curriculum utilization was
averaged “higher” than other aspects.

3. Comparing among the curriculum utilization status of small-size school
under Nakhon Si Thammarat Educational Service Area Office 1, it was found that
there was no significant difference, as a whole. The average score was .05 which was
inconsistent with the hypotheses. When each aspect was considered, it was found that
there was no significant difference, except for the readiness of curriculum utilization;
the administrators had the average of viewpoints higher than those of the teachers.

4. Comparing the curriculum utilization problems of small-size schools
under Nakhon Si Thammarat Educational Service Area Office 1, it was found that
there was significant difference, as a whole. The average score was .05 which was
consistent with the hypotheses. When each aspect was considered, it was found that
there was significant difference in all aspects. The administrators had the average of
viewpoints higher than those of the teachers.

5. For the analysis resulis of opinion and recommendations involving the
implementation and problems of the school curriculum in small-size schools under
Nakhon Si Thammarat Educational Service Area Office 1, it was found that ; '



5.1 Preparation readiness: It was found that preparation time and
resources were limited. There should be meetings among relevant parties to ensure
thorough understanding before the curriculum is applied.

5.2 Management and service: It was found that there was not enough
personnel. Moreover, they had too many classes and lacked of determination and
understanding in preparation and improvement of curriculum. Their classes did not
match with their skills. Evaluation tools should be clearly developed.

5.3 Implementation of curriculum: It was found that curriculum was
not strictly followed and there were too many irrelevant activities. There should be
seminars for the implementation and evaluation for all parties.

5.4 Supports and promotion: It was found that teachers did not attend
enough training as per requirement, there were not enough technological devices i.e.
computers, internet, etc. Moreover, teachers should not be assigned too many tasks
other than teaching.
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
