It was also found that the major focus of teaching and
fearning on Pali was {0 understand grammar and if's usage. The fundamental
Dhamma was emphasized on Dhamma subjects, and the general education on the
general education subjects.

2. The problems of management of Buddhism education were; the lack of
experiences in educational adminisiration by administrators. inadequate number of
teachers, frequently changing in teachers position owing to no permanent one, noO paying
attention by students, inadequate pudget, difficult and much content of curriculum on Pali
and Dhamma, unpractical content of general education. Conceming personnel
administration, it was found that clergy hadn't collected data of students and teachers.
Teaching and leaming Pali and Dhamma was traditional approach. The examination test
was difficult and emphasized on memary. Many of students wave frequently absent and
cheated in examination, resulting in failure in examination. Hove over, the quality of
graduates was under standards, and unable to transfer their knowledge 1o others.

3. The impact of Buddhism education, it was found that monks and
people could understand Buddhism principles and distributes them fo others in
order to maintain Buddhism. in term of graduate production, it helped increase
knowledgeable people 1o educate this society, and reduce social problems. Besides, it
could increase  educational opportunity to the poor becoming monks to upgrade
educational level and social status. In addition, it could promote closer

educations.Teaching Pali and Dhamma are oniylo reserve custome.Hoiding the
exams are in the hands of Religions Department and qualities of learner are
down.

The problem of this educations are; administers lack of experiences and
emphasis on governers more than on educations. Lack of teachers are not
appointes permernent and always could be changed.The learners Pali and
Dhamma courses are not pay attention in study and the numbers are
deteriorate. lack of budget for developing educations. The materrial of Pal
and Dhamma curriculum are difficuit to realise and not related the duration
of learning. The taget of educations are not clear so the administers are unable to
select teachers, on one responsible in registery that lack of teachers, detail and
the learmers upgrade themselves. Teachers and the followers learn and studies
as their prefer, no body reponding all equipmenis and piaces. Learning and
teaching Pali and Dhamma do not develop in pattern. The examinations and
the assessment are difficulties and learning by heart such as Buddhism, minded
and experiences, fails the exams and cheating exama. The qualities of learners
whom had passed out less unable to relate their knowledge to others.

The conseqguences on Buddhism are monks and novices laities capable
to practse in daily lives and spead religions mark society peacefully.
